ADDITIONAL INFORMATION ON THE NEW METER TECHNOLOGY

USED IN THE PARK PLYMOUTH PILOT PROGRAM
The new solar powered, credit card enabled, single-space parking meters used in the Park Plymouth Pilot Program are manufactured by the IPS Group of San Diego, CA. The new meters have been installed in several cities across the United States including the Cities of Los Angeles, CA, Somerville, MA and Newport, RI to name a few. 

The new technology meters provide state-of-the-art multi-payment platforms and wireless, real-time management auditing and reporting. Each meter is integrated into a web-based management system so that utilization, maintenance and revenue data happens wirelessly and in real time. When the meter is in need of maintenance it simply sends a call to the parking office for service. Rates and time limits can be adjusted remotely.  Because of the credit card feature, the new meters reduce the amount of heavy coin that the parking agency must collect, count and deposit.

The IPS credit card enabled single space parking meter allows for pay by cell phone options and other payment applications in real time. They can be retrofitted into existing on street parking meter housings very quickly eliminating the need for re-installation of poles/units. They offer the same convenience to customers in terms of location as the existing single-space meter but more convenience in that they allow for a real payment alternative to coins.  The meters include an easy point-and-click user operation and a display that can provide variable customer notices and messaging.  The meters use the latest technology in credit card encryption and internet security.
